Important:

Before beginning to assemble, compare the packing slip
to the components received. Do not mix components.
Line up your tubes in successive lengths. A color-coded
drawing is attached if you have ordered a stock or custom
design.

Recommended Tools:

• a nylon or rawhide mallet
• a short piece of 2" x 4" board (to protect the floor)
• the color-coded instruction sheet
• safety glasses
• gloves

Troubleshooting

Lubrication:
If you will be taking unit apart consistently or if you have
difficulty attaching connectors to tubes, use WD40 or other
lubricant.

Broken Connectors:
If a connector arm has broken off at the base of the joint
and is stuck in the the tube, it is preferable to knock it out
from the opposite end with the steel Extractor Rod (see
accessories page). If the opposite end is attached to another
connector, try to knock the broken arm far enough into the
tube with a screwdriver and mallet so that there is enough
room for a replacement connector.

Caution:
Before moving the display, make sure that all tubes are
hammered completely onto the connector arms. Leave
no space between the tube and shoulder of the connector
arms. Often, the tube ends will scrape a bit of finish off
the connector shoulders because of the tight fit. Remove
such small splinters with the flat end of your mallet.

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506  Plastic Glide
To cap legs on display and
protect flooring. Slips into
tube end.

626  Mini Shelf
  Bracket
For shelving that is not continu-
ous. 4 required per shelf.
13mm only.

726  Adjustable Panel
  Clip
For use with panel materials  that
range from 1/32" to 5/16"  thick.
13mm only.

527  Adjustable Shelf
  Bracket
To allow adjustable intermediate
shelving. 4 required per shelf.

630  Tube Insert
To add a tube to an existing unit.
Available only in matte black or
chrome. 13mm only.

728A 1/4" Panel Clip
For vertical panels up to 1/4" thick.

728B 1/8" Panel Clip
For vertical panels up to 1/8"
thick. 728B 13mm only.

 Gotcha Strip and Clips
To attach paper and similar media to
Abstracta tubes. Strip is black. Clips
available in black and clear. Lengths
for any size tube up to 2000.

647-01 Hinge Set
Each set includes two hinges for
glass thickness up to 1/4".
Available only in chrome.

730  S-clip
To attach two units together.

613  Shelf Support Clip
Multi purpose clip for securing,
hanging, etc.

620  625 Asymmetrical
  Shelf Bracket
For continuous shelving. 620 for
13mm only. Note: it is smaller than
the 625 and is used most often. 4
required per shelf.

012  004 Vinyl Bumper
Adhesive backed to attach to 620,
625, 626,and 627H brackets. 004
most commonly used for 19mm.

705  Adjustable Leg
Fits into tube end for height
adjustments.

738  Hang Clip
To suspend panels on unit or
anchor unit to wall. Holes are
provided for screws.

904  Nylon Caster
For fixture weights under 50 lbs.
Plastic sleeve slips into tube end.

915  Disconnect Tool
For disassembly; Provides even
pressure on connector. Available
in one size for either system.

TU or PEN Touch Up Paint
For use in touching up finish.
Available in can or pen. Limited
colors.

SG-ABS Safety Glasses
To provide eye protection.

EX-ABS Extractor Rod
To help in removing broken
connector arms from a tube.

 Shelving/Panels
Available for all units - standard
or custom. Call for assistance.

913  Nylon Mallet
To provide a tough surface for
easy assembly that will not
damage connector finish.

920  Locking Spring
To provide an even tighter fit
for permanent displays or
loose connectors.

 Model/Sample Set
• 1/4 scale tubes and 90º

connectors for evaluating or
presenting Abstracta designs.

• Samples of all stock 13mm and
19mm tube finishes.



Locking Spring

TUBE
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1.  Place locking spring into the grooves on the head of
the connector.

2.  Align tube over head. Hold tube firmly against spring.

3.  Hammer tube onto the head using  a soft-faced hammer.
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Step Five

Hammer in the second set of horizontal tubes. Caution:
use a small piece of wood to butt-up against when

hammering in tube in "off-set"
section (see illustration). This is
to avoid damaging connectors
and tubes. Add ladder three and
turn the fixture right side up, so
you can hammer into the last
set of horizontal tubes, again
using the small piece of wood
to butt-up against in the "off-set"
section.

Step Four

Hammer in ladder number two slanting the ladder slightly
to insert the first pair of connector arms into the first pair
of tubes by about 1/4", then insert the second pair of
connector arms into the second
pair of tubes and continue until
all connector arms are loosely
inserted into the tubes. Then
hammer all the connectors half
way, and finally go over them
once more, hammering them
in all the way. This progression
is to avoid stressing the
connector arms.

Step One

Insert connectors into
tubes making sure the connectors
are square to each other. Follow this
procedure through-out assembly.

Step Six

Hammer in the end ladder,
and carry the display over
to it's proper place. Attach
shelf brackets and any
accessory parts before
installing shelving.

Step Two

Consider all vertical members of any
structure a sort of "ladder" and
assemble them first.

Step Three

When all ladders are complete, lay
an end ladder on the floor and
hammer in the first set of horizontal
tubes.

Curved Tubes
Hold curved tube in one hand, place
connector in tube, and using mallet,
hammer connector into tube.

Hold one curved tube in hand, using
a wood block as a brace, hammer end
of second tube to make one-half circle.

stock units

Firmly grasp tube and
position in the channel of the
disconnect tool with the
larger end of the tool facing
the connector. Rotate to
contact the flat end of the
tool against one or more
connector arms. Strike the
connector arms with the tool
until loose.
